Hello and welcome to the first Wentworth High School newsletter of the new school year. As the
nights draw in and the Summer seems a very long time ago, | hope that you and your children
are now fully back into the swing of things school-wise.

Throughout last year | told you about all the positive changes we were putting in place here at
Wentworth, but the proof of the pudding, as they say, comes with what these changes actually
produce. I'm therefore delighted to tell you that our examination results prove without any doubt
that we are a rapidly improving school.

In the Key Stage 3 SATSs, we achieved our best ever overall set of results, equalling or
exceeding either our previous best or our targets in almost every area. In particular, | was very
pleased with the percentage of pupils achieving the higher levels (6 and above), as this reflects
the school’s focus on academic excellence.

Then, at GCSE, we continued our three-year trend of improving results, increasing the
percentage of pupils achieving 5 or more passes at grades C to A* by 5%.

Please be very aware, if you take the time to compare the crude figures in the league tables
that, as someone once said, there are “lies, damned lies and statistics”. Many of the schools
which have shown ‘remarkable’ increases have done so in ways in which | do not personally
believe are in the best interests of the pupils. It's all very well having 5 ‘good’ passes at GCSE,
but if 4 of these are in Physical Education, | hardly think this prepares a child for either the world
of work, or a place in society. You can, however, rest assured that, at Wentworth, we will always
look to provide a broad and balanced education for our pupils and our examination figures will
continue to reflect their successes in the full range of subjects.

I have already written to thank parents and carers of our current pupils for their overwhelming
vote of support in introducing the new blazers. Watching the pupils walk into school in the
morning makes all of us very proud of their smart, new appearance and | know from speaking to
many pupils that they had their photos taken at home at the start of the term. Can I, however,
please remind you that if, as the weather gets colder, your child wishes to wear a jumper under
their blazer, it must be an official school jumper. Pupils will be asked to remove any other
jumpers or tops.

So, all in all, it has been a very good start to the new school year. Our new year 7 pupils have
settled really well, our year 11s are fully aware of what they need to do to succeed this year and
the school as a whole is calm and purposeful.

In my career to date, I've taught in schools in London, Birmingham and South Wales, before
moving here two years ago from a school in Bristol where | was the Acting Headteacher. |
therefore think | am well qualified to say without any doubt that Wentworth is very, very special.
Our staff are the most talented and committed I've ever worked with, our pupils are a credit to all
of us and we have the potential to continue building something of which we can all justifiably be
very proud.

Thanks to each and every one of you for your continued support. Enjoy the contents in this
newsletter and, as always, if you wish to discuss anything at all, please give me a call.

News from the Faculties

Performing Arts

Art and Design

The Art Exhibition at the end of the last academic year was a great success. Almost all
of the year 11 pupils attended the evening plus many members of their family and
friends. In addition to this, parents of year 6 pupils visited the art department making it a
very busy and lively evening. The Art department currently takes three times the
national average of pupils opting for the subject at GCSE, which makes us practically a
core subject. In year 11 we are only 39 pupils short of teaching the entire year group so
we are bound to have an equally full evening of visitors to the next exhibition.

Currently, the new year 10 pupils have been busy with still life studies in various mixed
media and some of the results have been most impressive. A combination of ability,
patience and concentration has been key to this strong start — well done year 10 and
keep it up! Expect to see a selection of this work up around the school soon.

Music

It's always a great pleasure to hear about the successes of former pupils so let me
share some excellent news with you. Jay Parker (GCSE Music ‘A’) and Caroline Booth
(GCSE Music 'A*) are now both continuing their Musical studies at Eccles College. For
the Music 'AS' exam, they both achieved an 'A' grade and both scored 100% for their
performances. Jay also achieved an 'A’ for his Music Technology.

Wentworth High School wishes them both good luck for their future careers, which
inevitably will involve some form of Music making and performing.



Drama
Studying Drama in Year 9 is an opportunity for the pupils to begin to understand the
requirements of Drama in the GCSE years. The pupils are introduced to a number of
Drama techniques, such as freeze frame, cross cutting and role play, thought tracking
and hot-seating. The use of music and lighting is introduced to the pupils, and how
these Drama mediums support the work by creating atmosphere and communicating
with an audience. A number of Drama texts are used throughout year 9, ranging from
historical fact-based texts, such as the account of Derek Bentley and Christopher Craig,
Creation Myths and Urban Legends. My apologies if some of the pupils have arrived
home telling you stories of vanishing hitch-hikers and deep fried rats! We will also
explore a range of historical theatrical forms including medieval Mystery Plays and
Mummers Plays.

During the GCSE years, pupils explore a variety of topics. Year 11 has been exploring
The White Rose Movement: a German resistance movement whose members were
eventually captured and executed by the Gestapo. This work has really challenged the
pupils with its mix of stylised Drama, devised and script work. Year 10 have investigated
the use of alcohol, using a collection of stimuli including William Hogarth’s 18" century
etchings of Gin Lane and Beer Street and John Godber’s satirical examination of the
English drinking culture.

The Drama club is now up and running on Tuesdays and | have been impressed by the
take up of this after school activity. The work undertaken in the Drama club will form the
basis of the end of term production, with (hopefully) a variety of Dramas presented

utilising the skills introduced during Drama lessons.

No, not a cue for a song but a description of the
Wentworth Summer School which enjoyed, or endured
depending on your preference, exceptionally high
temperatures. However, we were not trapped, sweltering
in a classroom because this was school with a difference.
Each day, for the first four days of the week-long course,
31 pupils and five staff visited a variety of historical sites in
and around Manchester.

First on the list was Beeston Castle where the pupils
pretended to be residents of the fortress and
produced diary accounts, poems and interview scripts. The
second day took us to black and white timber framed Little
Moreton Hall, just south of Congleton. Staff there showed us
the clothing and customs of the people who lived in this
house during its heyday.

Moving closer to our own time, our visit to Quarry Bank Mill

and the attached Apprentice House, gave us a glimpse of the

industrial revolution. Once again, pupils put pen to paper to
produce mock-primary evidence of
the period. Finally, we came up to
date with a city trip to Urbis in Manchester where there was
plenty to do and see including learning about the IRA bomb
explosion which caused this part of the city to be rebuilt.

Photos, video clips and a display of the pupils’ work will be,
very soon, on display on the school web site.

Primary Schools
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St Andrew’s Primary School pupils visited Wentworth at the end of the

Summer term to use the ICT facilities. They used digital cameras and

produced some Andy Warhol inspired images of themselves, working

with colour to produce some very striking images. Well done to all the
pupils who visited. Their behaviour and achievement were excellent. We are continuing
the links with Primary schools with weekly visits to the ICT rooms this year.

New ICT Suite

We are also proud to announce that we now have another ICT suite in school. The
refurbishment of Room 50 to convert it to an ICT suite was completed in stages over the
last 6 months and is now fully operational. This provides a bookable ICT facility for
other departments as well as being used for discrete ICT lessons.

DIDA

Year 10 pupils (and the ICT staff)

are getting to grips with the new

DiDA (Diploma in Digital Applications) suite of ICT qualifications. This is an exciting
development and we anticipate that many of the pupils in Year 10 will be able to
achieve a CiDA (Certificate in Digital Applications), which is equivalent to 2 GCSEs.
There are 2 very useful websites we will be using. The DIDA Delivered website —
www.dida-delivered.org — has a Skills Gym where pupils can practise their ICT skills
and the Edexcel DiDA site — http://dida.edexcel.org.uk - has the details of the
assessments they will be completing. The course is very skills based and will allow the
pupils to demonstrate their ability to use ICT to any future employer. A group of pupils
are also following the 4 GCSE option, attending an extra lesson after school each week.
Now that’'s commitment!

Maths

The Mathematics Faculty at Wentworth is staffed with three teachers who have
experience of leading a department, two newly qualified teachers and a special needs
Mathematics teacher.

Five of the rooms that we have are equipped with interactive whiteboards and we have
recently spent £1500 updating the Maths software available for all pupils to use.

Last year we achieved the best Mathematics G.C.S.E grades that have ever been
achieved at this school and our first cohort of year 11 G.C.S.E Statistics entries were
equally successful. This year over sixty pupils will be entered for both Mathematics and
Statistics and it is planned that the following year all pupils will be entered for both
examinations.

We have five year 9 pupils who are representing the school by participating in the next
Salford based session of the World Class Tests and we have planned to work alongside
the Mathematics department at Pendleton College to provide booster sessions for the
many pupils in years 10 and 11 who may be considering Mathematics A level.

It is the aim of the faculty to give all of our pupils the best possible opportunity to
succeed in Mathematics. All of the staff enjoy working with the parents of their pupils
and we feel that we are developing strong links in this area. Our Mathematics Link
Governor regularly visits us, to see how things are going.

All in all we feel proud of our successes and are eagerly looking forward to more
success this year.

The Learning Support Unit
(LSU) i1s an integral part of
Wentworth  High  School’s
behaviour strategy. It is
funded from the “Excellence in
Cities” and “Behaviour
Improvement Programme”
budget.

As part of the LSU we operate
a seclusion unit. This is not a
pupil referral unit.

Seclusion Is an alternative to
fixed term exclusion. It allows
the child to remain in school
and continue learning without
having to attend the Primary
Partnership Centre.

The Seclusion unit staff work
with secluded secondary and
primary puplils (years 5+6).
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Primary schools can be involved
in four ways:

1.

. In-school

Short seclusion—i.e. 1 day.
The aim of this is to give the
child a  punishment for
unacceptable behaviour. Al
contact with other children is
suspended, and the child will
complete set work during the
day.

Longer seclusion—i.e.
2days+ This may be as a
punishment for a more serious
incident, or to allow LSU staff to
work with the child on a deeper
basis.
support—LSU staff
work in the primary schools
running circle times or group
work, with a focus on behaviour
management.

Transition support—LSU
staff work in the primary
schools running circle time and
taking lessons to help alleviate
fears and concerns about
moving to high school. As part
of this they also run parents’
meetings and work  with
especially vulnerable children.

School Sports Coordinator Report

As Year 9s, 27 of the current year 10 students worked hard after SATs to complete their
Norwich Union Shine Award athletic official qualification. They did a day's training with
Emma Deakin, the Athletics Development Officer from Salford Community Leisure, and
all extended this with work in our Family of Schools. All Year 4 pupils at Clarendon
Road, Lewis Street, St Andrew's and Westwood Park took part in an afternoon of
athletics and the students went on to assist in sports days in the primary schools and at
Wentworth. Year 10 pupils are becoming an essential part of our athletics programme
and are no longer just helping out but actually running those events under pupils
supervision.

Sixteen of the pupils led activities for the launch of the Salford South School Sports
Partnership (SSSSP) when over 50 Headteachers and PE teachers visited Wentworth.
The pupils were able to review what they had done during the summer term and the
event went seamlessly with them totally in control. Thanks to Monton Green Year 6
pupils who took part with such energy and enthusiasm.

Our SSSSP activity this term is the sports afternoon for Year 4 pupils before half term.
Local sports clubs and Salford Community Leisure will lead activities alongside
Wentworth PE teachers and Year 10 pupils will have the opportunity to gain practical
marks and be assessed for GCSE and Sports Coach UK Level 1 courses as they help
the coaches.

Football, Lacrosse, Tag rugby, Netball, Gymnastics and aerobics have been offered to
the pupils and they choose which activity they will take part in. All sessions include
warm up, coaching and a competition before warming down and returning to base.

On Tuesdays after school we are fortunate to have the expertise of Kyle Herman the
player/coach at Boardman and Eccles Lacrosse club. A small but dedicated group of
pupils attend each week and pupils from our Family of Schools have been invited to join
us.
