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Headteacher’s Introduction  
 
There’s so much exciting news to tell you about at the moment that I hardly know 
where to start!  It seems as if every day, we get more concrete evidence of the 
progress Wentworth High School continues to make and, for this, I want to say yet 
again a big thank you to all of you, the staff, the pupils and the Governors for what we 
continue to achieve together. 
 
To begin with, we recently received the official ‘validated’ results for our pupils in last 
summer’s GCSEs and these show that, at % 5 A* - C, we performed 5% better than the 
average for all schools in England. 

 
Then, in addition, our CVA (Contextual Value Added) figure puts 
us into the top 13% of schools nationally.  In other words, the 
progress our pupils make in their time with us is greater than that 
at 87% of schools in 
England, or the 
quality of our 
teaching is higher 
than in almost nine 
schools out of ten. 
 
As a result, I  

received a letter from the Department for 
Children, Schools and Families 
(previously, amongst other names, the 
Department for Education), informing me 
that Wentworth is one of the ‘top 
performing’ schools in the country in 
terms of the ‘sustained improvements’ we 
are making.  What an achievement!  As 
you can imagine, the letter is proudly 
displayed in our reception area and you can also see a copy over the page.  
 
In fact, when all three thousand or so secondary schools in 
England are placed into a league table for sustained 
improvement, Wentworth comes in at number 54 which, by my 
Maths, means we’re in the top 1.6% in the country! 
 
So, you probably won’t be surprised when I also tell you that 
this also makes us the highest placed school in Salford. 

However, as I’ve always said, it’s 
important that we don’t get complacent 
and think things will just carry on like this 
automatically.  We need to continue to 
work hard, to ensure that every future 
cohort of our pupils achieves the same 
high grades, as these are their passport to a successful life. 
 

So, it’s good to know that our current Year 11 and Year 10 pupils are well on track to 
emulate, if not surpass, the high performances we’ve already achieved. 
 
Our database currently shows Year 11 to be performing at 72% A* to C and 42% 
including English and Maths, which is exactly where they need to be at this stage.  
They will make the final ‘assault on the summit’ in their remaining months of school and 
will, I am sure, beat our previous best of 73% and 45% with something to spare.

Year 10 are also doing incredibly well, with their respective performances being 66% 
and 49%, after just one full term at Key Stage 4.  In fact, the second figure is quite 
remarkable, as it shows they are performing 4% better than the very best this school 
has ever achieved in the final GCSE examinations.  What better evidence could there 
be that our success is genuinely sustaining itself? 
 
Then, in terms of our attendance figures, there’s yet more positive news.  I always 

remind pupils that, if they’re not in school, 
they cannot learn, so it’s wonderful to know 
that, if we compare the attendance of each 
individual year group last term with their 
attendance in the autumn term the year 
before, every single one is higher.   
 
In fact, overall, we have 1.7% more pupils 
in school compared to the same time last 
year, which is an absolutely massive 
increase.  And remember, last year was 
our best attendance ever!  I have a feeling 
that record will also be broken this year and 
another ‘glass ceiling’ will be well and truly 
smashed.  

 
I apologise to those of you who now have your heads spinning from all the percentages 
and statistics but think it’s important for you to be kept up to date with how well your 
community’s school is doing.  And, in a rather strange way, I think the reason that all of 

these so-called ‘statistical indicators’ continue to improve is 
due to the fact that we’ve never become overly obsessed 
with them like many other schools. 
 
We decided very early on to do things the right way, 
focusing on what has always made good schools good.  If 
pupils behave well, you can teach them.  If you teach them 
well, they learn.  If they learn well, results go up.  Then, if 
all these things are in place, pupils attend more regularly 
because they can 
see the value of 

being in school.  And, finally, as our reputation 
spreads, more families want to send their 
children to us, so our numbers go up.  As the 
meerkat says, ‘Simples!’  
 
However, the other major factor in our success 
goes back to what I said at the start, when I 
thanked all of you, the staff, the pupils and the 
Governors for what we continue to achieve 
together.  It always has been a team effort and 
it always will be a team effort.  I’m very proud to 
be part of one of the top performing teams in 
the country, and I hope you are too. 
 
So thank you once again for your support.  I 
promise you it’s never ever taken for granted.

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Internet Safety  

Young people now have much greater online access than ever before, with research 
showing that 99 per cent of eight to seventeen year olds have access to the web. New 
research also shows that 18 per cent of young people said they had come across 
harmful or inappropriate content online, while 33 per cent of children said that their 
parents don’t really know what they do on the internet.  

What can we do? 
 
Children and teenagers need to be empowered to manage their online identity profiles 
in a responsible way. All internet users can control their online identity, by using privacy 
settings, only selecting friends online that they can trust and considering the 
consequences before posting any images or videos.   
 
Zip It, Block It, Flag It. 
 
In December, “Click Clever, Click Safe” was 
launched by the Prime Minister.  This is the first 
UK internet safety strategy and was drawn up by 
the UK Council for Child Internet Safety.  
 
It will encourage children not to give out personal 
information on the web, block unwanted 
messages on social networks and report any 
inappropriate behaviour to the appropriate bodies, 
which may include the website, parents, teachers 
or even police.  
 
"We hope that 'Zip it, Block it, Flag it' will become 
as familiar to this generation as 'Stop, Look and 
Listen' was to the last," said the Prime Minister at 
the launch.

Each year, Safer Internet Day chooses a slogan to promote safe practice for children 
and this year it is “Think B4 U Post”.  Young people do not always realise that anything 
they post remains online and often can be accessed by anyone. Many employers now 
check their job candidates online and innocent pictures can be changed or displayed in 
a completely different context, leading to embarrassment, or even bullying.  
 

 
Facebook Privacy settings 
 
Facebook have recently been asking users to review their privacy settings and some 
concerns have been raised that pupils may inadvertently open up their profile to 

everyone instead of just their friends.  We recommend 
that you and your child check your privacy settings by 
logging into Facebook and selecting ‘Settings’ from the 
top bar (right hand side), then ‘Privacy Settings’ and then 
‘Profile Information’.  This will allow you to confirm that 

the settings are adjusted to protect your privacy.  A helpsheet is available from the 
school office or the school website if you require further assistance.

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Reducing our carbon footprint  
 
The Geography Faculty recently linked up with the Science and Technology Faculties 
for a week to teach the cross curricular theme of ‘Sustainability’ to all Year 7 pupils. 
 
It all began with an assembly given by the Environmental Education Officer from 
Salford, which focused on the ‘Switch it Off’ campaign run by EDF Energy.   

 
 
We then looked at areas of our lifestyles which contribute to our ‘carbon footprint’ and 
which can be improved if everyone makes an effort to be responsible. 
 
For example, did you know that: 
 

·  The energy required for heating, lighting and powering equipment in an ordinary 
school classroom releases about 4,000 kg of CO2 every year, which is enough 
to fill four hot-air balloons each 10 metres in diameter.  

 
·  A large secondary school can spend as much 

as £20,000 a year on water.  
 

·  Fear of traffic and stranger danger, combined 
with the overall increase in general car use and 
ownership, are leading to ever more parents 
and carers driving their children to school.  As 
well as increasing our ‘carbon footprint’, this 
also affects pupil health and well-being.  

  

Throughout the week, pupils were therefore encouraged 
to talk about how we can address these issues at 
Wentworth, as well as how similar changes can be made 
in their homes.   
 
As a reminder, they then made stickers to encourage 
people to turn off lights and taps because, like with 
anything else, it’s the little things that add up to make the 
big differences!

Home Access is a government scheme to ensure that 
more children have access to technology at home to 
support their learning. 

Parents or carers can apply for a Home Access Grant 
and, if eligible, use their grant to buy a package 
consisting of a computer, internet access and support 
from an approved supplier.  

All Home Access packages have been specially designed to provide learners and their 
families with a safe online experience, including parental controls, comprehensive ‘How 
to’ guides and anti-virus software pre-loaded onto every machine.  

Families are eligible if they have children in Years 3 to 9, who attend a state maintained 
school in England on a full time basis, and who have not received a computer from the 
‘Computers for Pupils’ or the ‘Home Access’ programme in the past.  
 
If you think you qualify, you can get an application form by calling the local rate 
telephone number 0333 200 1004, between 8am to 8pm Monday to Friday and 9am to 
1pm on Saturday.

Our Year 10 Law pupils visited Manchester Crown Courts last term in order to deepen 
their understanding of the English Legal system.

Before 
the jury was sworn in, the 
judge spoke and welcomed 
us to his court and seemed 
genuinely heartened by the 
fact that 14 and 15 year 
olds had come to see the 
proceedings.   
 
During the case, the pupils 
witnessed the defendant 
giving evidence about the incident and then the prosecution putting their case forward.  
This raised questions in their minds about the rules of evidence and the burden of proof 
on the prosecution.   
 
We also looked at how the courts were organised and how administrative staff allowed 
the proceeding to run smoothly.

Parenting’s never easy. It usually comes with a lifetime contract, twenty-four hour 
shifts, seven days a week and with no training or 
salary. No one can tell a parent how to bring up their 
children, but sometimes we all need a little support 
and guidance. 
 
With this in mind, Salford City Council has recruited 
Parent Support Advisors. Their main function will be 
to assist in tackling educational underachievement, 
by working in partnership with families, parents, 
carers and pupils in a school context to enable pupils 
to have full access to educational opportunities and 
overcome barriers to learning. 
 
The new Parent Support Advisor for Wentworth High 
is Mr Nazrul Islam, who says: 
 
“I’ve worked in various roles in the community, employment, private and public sectors. 
Most of my employment was spent as a teacher so I understand the issues parents 
and schools face today”.   
 
His chief responsibilities will be:  
 

·  To develop a strong relationship with parents, particularly those who have 
become disengaged from their children’s education, 

·  To offer support and signposting to various services, 
·  To establish a link between parents and teaching staff, 
·  To look at ways of developing parenting skills. 

 
He will also be supporting parents with: 

 
·  Attendance, 
·  Behaviour, 
·  Punctuality, 
·  Transitions into secondary school, 
·  Language barriers (He speaks Arabic, Bengali, Urdu and Hindi, along with their 

different dialects!), 
·  Meetings at school.

“I am impartial and non judgemental, a good listener and employed by the Local 
Authority not the school. I am here to support parents, with the best interests of the 
pupils in mind”.

Year 7 – The Haunted and the Hunted 
 
This unit introduces different techniques and skills, all of which contribute to pupils’ 
understanding of how atmosphere is created and built.  
It covers the use of gibberish story-telling, and the 
creation of soundscapes.  My apologies if they have 
arrived home speaking in a new tongue! 
 
Year 8 - Status 
 
Status is a fundamental concept in drama, whether as 
a tool to analyse scenes shown or texts studied, or to 
apply to character development and relationships in 
devised work.   
 
This unit therefore helps pupils to draw on their own 
experience and offers them opportunities to reflect and 
recollect, rather than to receive passively simply 
because they are told to.   
 
Year 9 - The Mysteries 
 
In this unit pupils are introduced to a style of theatre that has a didactic or moral 
learning element. Although there are many styles of theatre that fit into this category, 
the pupils exploring this unit focus upon ‘The Mysteries’, which were written in Medieval 
times using stories from the bible as their basis.  
 
Year 10 BTEC and Year 11 GCSE 
 
The GCSE pupils have now begun paper two of their exam and are currently working 
on their assessed performance pieces. The BTEC students are also working on their 
second piece of drama performing a number of pieces, including a multi-role drama 
entitled ‘The Government Inspector’ and a melodrama called ‘The Black Hearted 

Villain’. These pieces of work will hopefully be 
performed for parents, carers and other family 
members in the near future. 
 
Year 11 BTEC 
 
These pupils are working on their final unit, 
‘Understanding Drama’, which requires them to 
study a range of dramatic genres such as Greek 
Tragedy, Medieval Drama and Elizabethan Drama.   
 
Over the coming months, they will create their own 

Greek tragedy, using masks, and also perform pieces from medieval drama.  In 
addition, they will build a model pageant wagon, build a model Globe theatre, research 
the renaissance and perform a section of one of Shakespeare’s plays.  A busy time 
clearly awaits them!
